Sisters Thank Former Teacher through Art

Twin sisters Jane Lee and June Hanson, nee Murphy, along with other members of the Murphy
family, were present at the Oct. 20 School Board meeting to present District 622 and Weaver
Elementary School with two paintings and a plague in appreciation of the difference Madeline
Weaver, a former teacher in District 622, made in their lives.

The sisters, along with their nine siblings, attended Gladstone Elementary School in the 1950s
during the time when Madeline Weaver was a teacher there. Weaver took an interest in the girls’
artistic talents as painters and helped raise the money to send them to the St. Paul Gallery and
School of Art, where the two became “star pupils.”

During the School Board meeting the two sisters described Weaver as a teacher who became
more “like a member of the family,” and said they had long wanted to give something back to the
school that was named in her honor. The two paintings and the plaque will be displayed at
Weaver Elementary School.

NOVEMBER IS NATIONAL CHILD SAFETY PROTECTION MONTH

Is there a gun where your child plays? Firearms injury is the second leading cause of non-natural
death in childhood and adolescence (CDC, 2004). Accidental shooting deaths are most
commonly associated with one or more children playing with a gun they found in the home. In
one survey, 10% of families admitted to having unlocked and loaded firearms within easy reach of
children. It is estimated that as many as 40% of all homes in the United States have firearms.
When young children are in the house, please lock them up. It takes just one second to tragically
change the lives of two families forever. As awkward as it is, when your children go to play, have
a conversation with the parents about guns.
